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An Afghan named Dost Mahomet was arrested on a warrant on board the mail steamer Australia on Saturday. The warrant was issued by Carl Grigo, who claims £1,000 damages for the seduction of his daughter by the defendant at Coolgardie, and against whom an action is pending.
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CARE OF ORPHAN CHILDREN

Melbourne, August 15.

In connection with the murder of mrs Dos Mahomet in India, the Premier of Western Australia (Sir Newton Moore) requested on behalf of her relatives she being a white woman,  that her five children should be returned to Australia. The Minister for External Affairs (Mr Batchelor) has sent a cable message to the Indian authorities asking that arrangements should be made for the care of the children pending further inquiries.

DOST MAHOMED MURDER

CHILDREN BROUGHT BACK TO WESTERN AUSTRALIA

Perth, Wednesday.

The five children of Mrs Dost Mahomet, who was murdered at Karachi several months ago, have been brought back to Western Australia at the request of the Government, they will be placed under the care of the State Children's Department. The unfortunate woman was married at Kalgoorlie to an Afghan camel owner, Dost Mahomet, and afterwards went to Port Hedland, on the north-west coast. 

Three years ago Dost Mahomet was killed at Port Hedland in a quarrel with Mrs Mahomet's two brothers, one of whom struck him on the head with a piece of wood. 

Mahomet left property valued at between £2000 and £3000, with instructions that the children were to be educated in India. Mrs Mahomet subsequently took her five children to Karachi, where the eldest son was living, in order to make inquiries about her husband's property in that port. 

A few days before she was about to return to Australia with her children she was murdered late at night. Subsequently four Afghans, three of whom were related to her husband, were arrested on a charge of murder, but were discharged on the ground that there was not sufficient evidence. 

The murdered woman's oldest son, aged 17, has since been arrested at Karachi on a charge of perjury in connection with the case. The murder of Mrs Mahomet is attributed to a blood feud arising out of her husband's tragic death at Port Hedland.
THE KURACHI TRAGEDY

Solicitor-General Makes a Move

Sunday Times, 14 July 1912

On May 26 last we called attention to the fact that the final stage in connection with the Kurachi murder had not yet been reached, for the Crown Law authorities, urged on by “The Sunday Times,” had taken up the case of the orphaned children, and intended to make Jourack, the brother of Dost Mahomet, account for the manner in which he had carried out his duties as executor of his brother's will.

The property in Western Australia in the estate consisted mostly of camels, which for some time past, in the charge of Nevil Bux, a nephew of Jourack's, have been engaged in the carrying trade between Wyndham and Hall's Creek, and Derby and Hall's Creek. A Supreme Court action is pending, when it is hoped the whole matter will be satisfactorily cleared up.

But there has been a fresh development, for the Solicitor-General (Mr Sayer) instructed the agent of the Curator of Intestate Estates to seize the camels, without waiting for the result of the action. This has been done accordingly, and in the list of estates placed under the charge of the Curator of Intestate Estates for management during the last month appears the name of Annie C. Dost Mahomet (deceased) the estimate value of whose personal estate is £800.

The amount is the value of the camels seized. Mr Sayer says that the Proceedings are going on just the same, but he ordered that the camels should be seized, as he considered that the executor had no claim on them.
THE SUN, Kalgoorlie

A cablegram from India, published in the dailies one day last week, stated that a West Australian woman named Mrs. Dost Mahomet had been murdered by an Afghan at Karachi. It was added that the said Dost and his wife formerly lived at Port Hedland, where the former was killed by his wife's brothers, the Grigos, some time last year for alleged ill-treatment of her. 

The Grigo brothers were tried for murder and acquitted, but whether the Karachi crime represents the wilder justice of revenge is left to conjecture. 

A correspondent, writing to “The Sun” for Bulong, apropos of the above, furnishes some further information with regard to the Grigo family who are well-remembered there. The father, Charlie Grigo, a native of Germany, was one of the earliest settlers in that once flourishing mining camp, being one of the lucky prospectors of the Oversight. He was found cyanide-poisoned in his battery shed years ago – whether by accident or design will never be satisfactorily settled. 

There is a sister [Agnes] of the murdered woman somewhere on the northern fields.

Mr Carl Grigo, owner of the Golden West Mine, was yesterday found dead in the battery house by Messrs Morrow and Partridge, who were passing about midday. The police were at once informed, and the body was removed to the hospital morgue.  

An inquest was opened before the acting coroner, Mr R C Jones in the afternoon, the jury being Mesrs. John Coen (foreman), Christopher Green, and J. Dodman. Formal evidence of identification was give, and the inquest was adjourned. Dr Barber to-day came out from Kalgoorlie and made a post-mortem examination, but would not give an opinion before knowing the results of an analysis of the stomach, which is being sent to Perth. 

Mr Grigo was a German by birth, and had been in Australia many years. He was one of the early arrivals in Coolgardie, where he started business as a baker. He came to Bulong when it was only a camp, and became possessed of a considerable amount of town property. Last year he brought his partners out in the Golden West mine, and at the time of his death was superintending the work on the property. 

General regret is expressed here at his sudden death, as he was a good citizen, and one who has sunk a lot of capital in the district.

R Grigo was about 60 years of age, and leaves a wife and grown-up family. The funeral took place this afternoon, and was a very large one, the burial service being conducted by the Rev. Mr Ashton, Presbyterian minister. Messrs D. Green Horst, Jones, and John Coen were the pall-bearers, and the funeral arrangements were carried out by Mr W G McLean.
