When Mr Grigo was informed his daughter had formed a close acquaintance with Dost Mahomet, he flew into a violent rage, upbraided his erring daughter in dreadful language, and threatened her with his vengeance, if she did not summarily cease her association with the white-turbaned follower of the prophet Mahomet. These threats, as is frequently the case, had an effect opposite to that contemplated by the irate parent.

She left the parental tent at the first convenient opportunity, flew to the camp of Dost and Jourack, on the flat at the lower end of Bayley Street, and complained of the treatment to which she had been subjected by her father. With her tacit consent or otherwise, Dost decided to abduct the girl, and placing her on the back of a swift camel he flew with her that same night through the desert, to be followed later by a troop of horsemen, who continued the pursuit until their horses succumbed from exhaustion and thirst. Then the exasperated parent turned a revolver on himself, and attempted to take his life.
