A THIRD person has been
found dead after a fire engulfed
a home in the Kululuk com-
munity in Coconut Grove on
Saturday night.

Two people — one aged 29
and the other 50 — were pro-
nounced dead at the site on
Saturday night with a third
body found yesterday morn-
ing, according to police.

Another person, 33, is criti-
cally injured and has been
transported to Royal Adelaide
Hospital for treatment.

Superintendent Rob Bur-
goyne said it was too early to

determine the cause of the fire.

Supt Burgoyne said a group
of people were seen running
from the blaze but it was not
known if they were involved.

“Unfortunately we haven’t
been able to identify people
who were seen running from
the house,” Supt Burgoyne
said. “The bloke who is quite
badly burnt is not able to speak
at this stage.”

NT Fire and Rescue res-
ponded to a call about the fire
about 6.30pm on Saturday.

The intensity of the fire
prevented firefighters from

immediately entering the
house.
NT Fire and Rescue’s acting

watch commander Eric Koo-
men said on Saturday that
when firefighters arrived the
house was fully engulfed.

“Due to the intensity of the

fire, firefighters were unable to

enter,” Mr Koomen said.

“Due to the damage from
the fire the building is structur-
ally unstable.”

4. Kulaluk had a plentiful supply of fireworks for months after the July 1 cut-off date.

We need to know what caused the fire and if there were smoke detectors in the houses.
