Neither the government nor the CLP [Opposition] have been able to provide evidence that their respective policies will work as intended, only that the statistics pointed to there being a problem with a small group of recidivist youth offenders.

Police Commissioner Jamie Chalker on Tuesday revealed there were 741 children that committed crime in the Northern Territory in 2020, clocking up 6399 charges between them.

Half of these crimes were committed by just 16 per cent, or 118, of those children.

The government's latest plan will involve walking away from recommendation of the royal commission into youth detention, a move that has been slammed by advocacy groups including the Jesuit Services, NTCOSS and Central Australia Youth Justice.
