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Although some small areas of land had been set aside for Aborigines in Darwin and larger areas had been set aside outside the town area to the south, Larrakia territory has been primarily situated on the Cox Peninsula, the islands to the west, and, Darwin and its hinterland to the north and east. The Administrator of the Northern Territory reflected the opinion of some Welfare Division officers when in 1970 he said:

It may well be considered something of a tragedy and perhaps an indictment of Government action that not one area of land was set aside on the present Darwin town area for the exclusive use by the Larrakia (F. S. Chaney to the Secretary, Department of the Interior, letter dated 18 November, 1970.).
