Only yesterday the High
Court of "Australia rejected
the Portuguese sailors appli-
cation for leave to appeal
against  deportation orders
issued after they had deserted
the Goncalves Zarco in De-
cember.

The statement drew atten-
tion to an earlier statement

from Sir Garfield Barwick

which had referred -to “a sig-
nificant-request from the Por-
tuguese Government for the
return of the sailors.”

The statement continued:
“The Portuguese Government
has now made a welcome and
most consideraté gesture.

“The sailors have been dis-
charged from the service and
the Government no longer re-
quires them te be returned.”
